What to send: 
 1. Quilts and blankets of sturdy material, approximately 60 X 80 inches 
 2. Sweaters and sweatshirts for men, women and children. No heavy winter coats. 
 3. New, wrapped SOAP 
 4. School, Health, and Sewing kits and Layettes. (Check at www.lwr.org. for specifications for each kit.) 
 5. Lightweight men’s and children’s clothing. Send NO women’s clothing other than sweaters. No shoes, belts, 
     ties, purses, underwear or socks. 
How to package: 
 1. Box according to categories (health kits in one box, women’s sweaters in another, men’s clothing in another) 
 2. Put soap in plastic bags before boxing in a sturdy box 
 3. Use sturdy boxes that are not uncomfortably large to handle and tape securely 
 4. Weigh each box. No box can weigh more than 40 pounds, preferably a little less for ease in handling 
 5. Write the contents and weight on each box (EXAMPLE: 21 health kits, 40 pounds) in LARGE letters with a  
      Magic Marker 
 6. Write LWR on each box in LARGE letters with marking pen 
 7. Complete tally sheet for your society’s items. You may want to make a duplicate copy for your own records 
     and give one copy to the Zone Human Care Chairman at the Fall Rally/Retreat
