Exciting News ... The Oklahoma District Mission Team is
planning a trip to Latvia with a side trip to St. Petersburg,
Russia from July 2-13, 2010.  All women in good health,
regardless of age, are invited to prayerfully consider going
on this mission trip. The all-inclusive cost of the mission
trip will be between $2600 and $2800. This amount does
not include the side trip to St. Petersburg. As we see how
many are interested in going on to St. Petersburg, we will
determine what the exact cost of that trip will be later.

With a population of 2.3 million people, Latvia is a ripe
mission field. The OK District can be a part of the outreach
by teaching English as a Second Language (ESL) at a
children’s camp in Sloka, Latvia.

You don't have to be a teacher to teach ESL. The trip
sponsor, Mission Opportunities Short Term (M.O.S.T.)
Ministries a RSO of the LCMS, will send us materials to
teach us. We will have a training session in early Sum-
mer, 2010 in Edmond. Our mission will be to talk and play
with children of all ages in music, song, drama, art, crafts,
physical activities and games.

The camp compound is safe. The bathrooms are indoors,
our food will be prepared for us and we will sleep on cots.
M.O.S.T. Ministries sends a well-travelled facilitator who
stays with us.
